Do | want the name to reflect my niche directly?

Here are key questions to ask yourself to understand your channel’s audience:

Who is my target audience? (age group, interests, region)
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Should my name be fun, professional, mysterious, or playful?

Do | want my channel name to be easy to pronounce and remember?

Here are key questions to ask yourself to understand your channel’s discoverability:

Does my name contain keywords relevant to my niche? (e.g., “GuitarVibes” for a guitar
channel)

Is it easy to spell and search for?
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Is it too long or complicated?
